Gallstones are extremely common in the UK, with a prevalence of 15% in adults. 61,220 laparoscopic 
cholecystectomies are performed every year. Although generally safe, there are potentially devastating 
complications. Informed consent is paramount to ensure that patients understand the procedure and 
risks involved.
